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The purposes of this research were to study English reading comprehension
ability based on MIA approach, and to study the students’ satisfaction towards the
approach. The samples were 30 Secondary Il students at Thung Song Municipality
School, Nakhon Si Thammarat Province. The instruments used for data collection
were lesson plans, English reading test with difficulties between 0.27-0.77, discrimination
is between 0.20-0.74, and the reliability at 0.89, and a satisfaction questionnaire with
the reliability at 0.81. The statistics used were mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results of the research were the students’ abilities- of English reading
comprehension after using MIA approach was significantly higher than before at the.05

level. The students” satisfaction towards the use of MIA approach was at a high level.
