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The objectives of this study were:-1) to study "Moderate Class, More Knowledge"
activity management; 2) to compare ‘Moderate Class, More Knowledge" activity
management classified by personal statuses; 3) to study guidelines for "Moderate
Class, More Knowledge" activity management of schools under The Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 115-Surat-Thani. The population of the study were
2,417 respondents including 44 school administrators and 2,373 teachers and the
sample were 371 respondents including 40 school administrators and 331 teachers
selected by simple randomsampling.(Data were colleéctedby-usingthe questionnaire
with a reliability,/coefficient of 93! The data: were)analyzed /by using basic statistical
tools including mean and’standardideviation;cand statistical tools for hypothesis
testing including t-test and one — way analysis of variance.

The results of the study were as follows. 1) The "Moderate Class, More Knowledge"
activity management was at a high level in overall and individual aspects ranked

in descending order: Affective Domain (Heart), Psychomotor Domain (Hand),
Physical Domain (Health), and Cognitive Domain (Head). 2) The comparison analysis
of the "Moderate Class, More Knowledge" activity management showed that the
management of the sample from different school sizes was different with a statistical
significance at the level of .05; whereas, the management of the sample with different

positions and work experiences was identical. 3) The guidelines for "Moderate Class,



More Knowledge" activity management were as follows. Activities promoting analytical
thinking abilities should be added so that the sample will be capable of thinking and
doing anything. Activities encouraging trainings for thinking abilities including analyzing,
synthesizing, and creating body of knowledge skills should be proposed. Teachers should
stimulate learners’ interest and awareness of values of the activities, in which the
learners participated through, embedding morality and ethics in every activity.
Schools should support materials for the activities in order to meet the demands of
learners; organize activities promoting work skills which allow learners to practice

until the learners become skillful; organize activities promoting knowledge regarding
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
